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“Train” Images in the Twentieth Century and the Imagination of Modernity

Abstract; There are many classic “train” images in the twentieth century. “Train” images in eastern and western
movie-television literature of the twentieth Century can be divided into two types: one is as good as the symbol of
modern civilization, the good imagination; the other is otherwise regarded as the symbol of evil.
