Abstract: “White Horse Lake Writers” upheld the concept of “literature is life” and carried out literary
creation under the guidance of humanitarian thought.

The limitations of civilian position make them only show sympathy
for the civilians but lack a deeper thinking on social issues. Therefore, their creation has always been outside the
mainstream of the times.
